	COMMUNITY EMPOWERMENT NETWORK
The meeting received a presentation from Steve Rawlinson for funding for the Community Empowerment Network project.  He explained that CASES were looking at how communities could develop to deal with problems in the new and emerging communities and ethnic minorities groups.  The principle of the project is to work with public service partners, using equality and diversity and to encourage deprived communities to take the lead in projects in their areas. Development programmes have already started in Stretton and Anglesey wards, raising the profile of compact working.
He informed the group that they were able to match fund any money that they could raise the potential consequences of no funding would be that they would not be able to give the service to the new and emerging communities.
