	SAFER COMMUNITIES PARTNERSHIPS BOARD – LEARNING LESSONS FROM STEVE HOSKIN

The meeting received a presentation from Madeline Fullerton (District Director of Health and Social Care) on the lessons learned from the death of Steve Hoskin in 2008.  The meeting noted that each agency assessed the risks as high but acted in isolation from one another.  It was agreed that agencies must establish who is vulnerable and why. In addition to consider how often hate crimes against people with learning disabilities reported.
It was agreed to circulate the presentation to all partners (and is attached to these notes).

It was noted that the adult board was learning best practice from the Children’s Board and building closer links to the Children’s Board.  

The possibility of extending the CAF training to adults had been addressed and was currently being considered.  The meeting agreed that joint agency training could help address the potential problems.  

SP highlighted the availability of information from the elephant kiosks and advised the meeting that the software was becoming more sophisticated with the opportunity for web enablement.

	HOUSING REPORT

The meeting received a briefing from Steve Payne (Housing and Homelessness Strategy Officer - East Staffordshire Borough Council) and John Cox from Burton YMCA on the new Reconnect project based at James Court in Burton to provide specialist accommodation and support to rough sleepers and those at risk of rough sleeping.    The service would be available 24 hours a day, seven days a week.  

The meeting noted that currently the night shelter at the Baptist Church on Derby St was far from adequate and was only open from 9pm until 8am daily from November to March.  The new Reconnect project would meet the needs of rough sleepers so that they did not occupy derelict and unsafe buildings.  

Agencies were asked to participate in the project and to consider becoming members of the project board.  

Building work  was being funded by the Department of Communities and Local Government  and East Staffordshire Borough Council but additional funding was needed because of unexpected VAT liability.  Agencies were asked to consider making a one-off capital contribution to the cost to ensure that the project can be completed.

	PERFORMANCE REPORTS
The meeting noted the positive nature of the performance reports in general.  
With reference to the Road Safety Task Group the meeting noted that the group had been re-constituted.  A lack of communication was stated as a reason for the group’s failings.  Concern had been expressed about speedwatch cameras not being fully utilised.  
Councillor M J Bowering advised that he and his fellow ward Councillors would be happy to be trained up on this matter to increase public perception of the facility.  It was agreed to contact Rebecca Elson to arrange such training.  
Sgt Dorning advised that there was no way of gauging whether the money allocated to the Sanctuary scheme would  be fully utilised by the end of the financial year.  At the current moment in time it was noted that £5,000 remained.  
It was agreed that if this money was not used by the end of the financial year, the money would be used to purchase skyguard alarms and cams.  These modern alarms allowed the individual to take the alarm around anywhere they went and were the size of a mobile phone.  All partners were welcome to use these alarms.
