	MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

Speedwatch – It was reported that people would be out in the community soon using the speed gun to detect speeding motorists.
Leaps and Hotspots – it was reported that the Leaps project are moving forward and would become part of the Neighbourhood Co-ordinator’s role.  A record of hotspots in East Staffordshire to populate the CRM system would be composed.  Kim Realff would then be able to monitor and collect data and send them to the various task groups and agencies around the Borough. She was also in the process of formulating a delivery plan on hotspots and was looking forward to working with other agencies.  
Anti Social Behaviour – Mike Hovers reported that under the CDRP performance they were a few issues in trying to reduce anti social behaviour caused by the recession. 	PERFORMANCE REPORT TASK GROUPS
The following exceptions were reported:
Anti Social Behaviour Task Group – the ASB group lead would be working with the Joint Operations Group to develop a strategy to be connected to the top 10 anti social behaviour and criminal damage areas.
Business Crime Task Group - Quarter 1 the Business Crime Task group have not yet met and that they sought to identify a suitable chair. Burton Chamber of Commerce offered to identify a suitable volunteer. Partners would need to consider an appropriate chair should the BCC not able to lead the group.
Community Cohesion Task Group – a meeting held on 1 July 2009.  A Big Lunch planning sub group has been created.
Joint Operations Group - Burglary appears to have suffered a significant increase in crime. The JOG has formed a small task group to look at importing an example of best practice SMART WATER used in South Yorkshire.
Living Environment - Activities undertaken by the enforcement team contributed towards reducing environmental crime and improvement in the local area.

Stop & Search Exercise – organised to identify illegal waste carriers - 6 vehicles were stopped and only 3 persons were able to provide documentations. Enforcement action was to be taken.  

Dog Fouling - A joint initiative was organised with the Police to raise awareness of dog fouling in the Heath Ward, Uttoxeter.
Domestic Violence –The DOVES forum met in May to establish a way forward in respect of domestic violence. Partners agreed on a range of activities that the forum should be participating in and agreed on the perimeters of the group.

Quarter 1 saw the awarding of IDVA tender to Kiaura for two years from 09/10.
The Families & Safeguarding officer who will have dual portfolio of the DV co-ordinator & Children’s officer is expected to start from August 2009

Deb Bacon was appointed chair on July 2nd  2009.
Violence Task Group – The meeting noted the definition of serious violence had changed.  The group is focusing on the intent as opposed to the resulting in injury meaning a higher number of offences were being recorded.

 Pc Nigel Dorning gave a short presentation on ‘SmartWater’, a unique compound which could be used in burglary hotspots in the Borough.  Households would have their valuables marked with the ‘water’ with its own DNA profile.  A database would be set up by the Neighbourhood Co-ordinating team.  
At present information are being collated and the Police would identify the hotspots to target and evaluate.  Inspector Oomer would then make a formal presentation through the Joint Operations Group and report back to the partnership.
