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INTRODUCTION 

The Town and Country Planning system has undergone its most significant reform since its 
inception in the late 1940s.  To implement this reform process, the Government has 
enacted the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, Part 2 of the Act which relates 
to the production of Local Development Frameworks commenced in September 2004. 
 
The Act incorporates a number of major changes to the Development Plan system.  In 
particular, the system of structure and local plan is replaced by the Local Development 
Framework (LDF).  This will be made up of a portfolio of individual documents to be known 
as Local Development Documents (LDDs) which together will guide development in the 
Borough in accordance with the Regional Spatial Strategy for the West Midlands. 
 
The work schedule for the preparation of all LDDs will be set out in a Local Development 
Scheme (LDS), which each authority will be required to prepare and maintain. 
This Local Development scheme is a revised three year project plan for preparing Local 
Development Documents which will make up the East Staffordshire Borough Local 
Development Framework ï and ultimately the replacement document to the East 
Staffordshire Local Plan (adopted July 2006).  The revisions draw upon the Annual 
Monitoring Report and the process changes introduced by Government during the summer 
of 2008. 
 
The Local Development Framework will be a portfolio of individual documents.  These will 
comprise: 
 

 Local Development Scheme (LDS) 
 

 Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) 
 

 Development Plan Documents (DPDs) 
 

 Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs) 
 

 Annual Monitoring Report (AMR) 

 

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT SCHEME 

As a starting point to the preparation of a Local Development Framework, the Government 

requires Local Planning Authorities (LPAs) to submit a Local Development Scheme.  The 

LDS is a statutory project management plan for the preparation of the LDF covering at least 

three years. 

The LDS serves two purposes: 
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 It provides the starting point for the local community to find out which of the LPAôs 

planning policies are for the area in which they live, as it will set out the current 

documents which form the development plan for the planning of the area, and 

 

 It sets out the programme for the preparation of Local Development Documents 

over a three year period which will tell people when the various stages in the 

preparation of any development plan document will be carried out. 

 

STATEMENT OF COMMUNITY INVOLVEMENT 

The statutory requirement to prepare a Statement of Community Involvement (SCI) is a 

particular feature of the new system.  This has been adopted and sets out the Local 

Planning Authorityôs policy for involving the community in the preparation and revision of all 

Local Development Documents and in development control decisions. 

 

LOCAL DEVELOPMENT DOCUMENTS 

Development Plan Documents (DPDs), together with the Regional Spatial Strategy for the 

West Midlands (RSS) will form the statutory development plan for the Borough.  The 

ósavedô local plan, ósavedô structure plan and ósavedô minerals and waste plans also form 

part of the development plan. 

DPDs must be in general conformity with the RSS.  They will be subject to independent 

assessment at an Examination by an Inspector whose report will be binding.  The 

Development Plan Documents which may be prepared include: 

The Core Strategy 
 
This will set out the key elements of the planning framework for the Borough.  It will 
comprise a vision and strategic objectives, a spatial strategy, core policies that apply to the 
whole area, and a monitoring and implementation framework 
 
Site Specific Allocations and Policies 
 
This will set out the allocations of land for particular uses, such as housing, employment, 
open space and retail to meet the identified needs of the area.  It will also deal with the 
definition of settlement boundaries. 
 
Area Action Plan 

 

This can provide the framework for areas where significant change or conservation is 

needed, in this instance, Burton Town Centre. 
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The Proposals Map 

 

This will illustrate on an Ordnance Survey base all the policies and proposals contained in  

DPDs and in ñsaved policiesò.  All adopted local plan proposals and policies, as set out in 

the Local Plan (adopted July 2006) were saved for three years from adoption. Most policies 

have now been saved for an extended period until such time as they are replaced by new 

criteria-based policies in the Core Strategy or other Development Plan Document.    

 

The Proposals Map (with Inset Maps) will be the one in the East Staffordshire Local Plan, 

but it will be replaced as soon as the first new development plan document is adopted.  It 

will then be kept up to date whenever further development documents are adopted. 

Supplementary Planning Documents (SPDs) 

 

Supplementary Planning Documents do not form part of the statutory development plan;  

and do not need independent assessment by an Inspector at an Examination in the same 

way as DPDs. They do not therefore need to be specified in the LDS but are here to inform 

the community of the local planning authorityôs programme of consultation. SPDs will 

provide further details of policies and proposals contained in DPDs.  These can take the 

form of design guides, development briefs or issue based documents. The Borough 

Council has adopted two SPDs: Design Guidance for the Borough and Reuse of 

Redundant Rural Buildings. 

 

STRATEGIC ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSMENT & 

SUSTAINABILITY APPRAISAL 

All Local Development Documents will be accompanied by a sustainability appraisal that 

fully meets the requirements of the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) directives.  

The main purpose of the sustainability appraisal process is to appraise the social, 

environmental and economic effects of plan strategies and policies, from the outset of the 

preparation process, so that decisions can be made that accord with the objectives of 

sustainable development. 

To be effective it is essential that SEA is integrated into the plan making process.  The 

sustainability appraisal process will be used in developing the arrangements for monitoring 

the implementation of the plan, which should lead to the identification of issues to inform 

the need for the revision or replacement of a local development document. 
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TRANSITIONAL ARRANGEMENTS 

East Staffordshire Borough Local Plan Review 1996-2011 was concluded in July 2006.  

The Plan was saved for a period of three years through until Summer 2009.   

The policies in the adopted Local Plan have been saved for a further extended period as 

confirmed on behalf of the Secretary of State by the Government Office of West Midlands.

ANNUAL MONITORING REPORT 

The LDS will be monitored on an annual basis.  Each year a report will be submitted to the 

Secretary of State which: 

 Sets out whether the Council is meeting or is on track to meet the timescale set 

out in the Local Development Scheme and if not the reasons why. 

 

 Provide information on the extent to which policies in the LDDs are being 

achieved, and therefore how effective they are in meeting the policies set out in 

the Core Strategy. 

 

 Consider whether any LDDs need to be reviewed due to changes in planning 

policy at national regional or sub regional level. 

 

 Considers whether additional LDDs are required. 

 

 Considers progress of housing supply against strategic housing requirements. 

As a result of monitoring, the Council has decided changes are required and now bring 

them forward through this review of the Local Development Scheme. 
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RESOURCES 

The Planning Policy Team currently comprises five professional posts, and one technician.   

The amount of time that each officer will give to the preparation of the Local Development 

Framework in percentage terms is as follows:

In addition for the preparation of specific Local Development Documents, the Council will 

call upon the expertise of appropriate members of staff.   

Consultants may be engaged to support the work of the Council on specialist tasks. 

 

RISK ASSESSMENT 

In preparing the LDS it is necessary to carry out a risk assessment.  The main issues 

identified are set out below. 

 Staffing levels ï if vacancies occur, there will be an impact on programme 

delivery.   

 The capacity of PINS to cope with a nationwide demand for Examinations.  This 

risk will be minimised by the agreement of the LDS timetable with the PINS. 

 The ósubmissionô of DPDs ï This risk will be minimised by working closely with 

GOWM and PINS by pre submission of DPDs. 

 Legal Challenge ï the risk to be minimized by ensuring the soundness of DPDs 

and are based on a robust evidence base and a well audited stakeholder and 

community engagement system. 

 Programme slippage ï the LDS will be based on a realistic assessment of what 

can be adopted in the three year period.

RELATIONSHIP WITH EXISTING PLANNING POLICY 

DOCUMENTS 

The existing strategic and local planning policy framework comprises: 

 Regional Spatial Strategy for the West Midlands June 2004 and Preferred Option 

Phase2 of RSS Review and Panel report. 

 East Staffordshire Local Plan (Adopted July 2006) and Saved Policies 

 Adopted Supplementary Planning Documents 

 Supplementary Planning Guidance as set out in Appendix 2. 

Documents prepared as part of the local development framework need to be consistent 

with National Planning Policy Guidance and Planning Policy Statements and the Regional 

Spatial Strategy.  In the West Midlands, Regional Planning Guidance (RPG11) was 

approved in June 2004 and is the Spatial Strategy for the Region.  The Regional Planning 

Guidance was being prepared as the new planning act was still taking shape.  When 

approved, the Secretary of State recognised that there were a number of areas that 

needed additional consideration, including sub-regional issues. 
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A major factor in the documents included in the LDS for the Borough is the identification of 

Burton upon Trent as a Settlement of Significant Development. The scale of the 

development associated with this and as emerging from the partial review of the West 

Midlands Regional Spatial Strategy and in addition the relationship with the land use 

opportunities in the immediately adjoining East Midlands will be a major factor in preparing 

these documents. 

The Borough Council will continue to apply the adopted set of supplementary planning 

guidance for development control guidance.  These are listed in Appendix 2 but are not 

intended to be reproduced as SPD in the future. 

 

IDENTIFIED PRIORITIES 

Our aim over the next 20 years is to be a leading sub-regional business location, with a 

growing diversified economy that succeeds in a ñstep changeò in the Boroughôs housing 

and employment mix.  East Staffordshire will have built new sustainable communities, not 

just housing estates.  We will work with the private sector to ensure that new developments 

are both sustainable and of a high design.  

Above all, East Staffordshire will be the place of choice offering a good quality of life for 

residents, businesses and visitors.  Growth however will not be any cost and we will work to 

ensure that development is sensitive and the Boroughôs rural assets are protected. 

Burton and the wider area will become a key strategic area and influence growth across the 

Borough.  Accelerated growth in Burton will drive forward the East Staffordshire economy 

and further strengthen the Boroughôs links with a growing part of the East Midlands 

(Derby-Nottingham) and the Swadlincote/Ashby/Coalville sub-region. 

This ñVisionò will be supported through the local development framework and the 

documents set out in this scheme. These will respond to the following: 

 The scale of additional housing in East Staffordshire presents the Borough with a 

distinct opportunity to regenerate parts of the Borough to achieve high standards of 

urban living and provide new infrastructure and community facilities.  Central to this 

is the regeneration of the Inner Burton wards, which are deprived and have high 

levels of poor and run down housing. 

 Addressing strategic flood risk issues. 
 

 Securing economic development, alongside the proposed housing growth to ensure 
that East Staffordshire and its urban centre remain competitive and minimise the 
effects of outward commuting on the Boroughôs road/rail infrastructure.  As well as 
investment in infrastructure and delivery of key development sites, there needs to 
be support for the workforce and business creation/expansion and inward 
investment.  
 

 Ensuring that the environmental values of the Borough and in particular the open 
countryside is preserved and enhanced and integrated into the Strategy. 
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 Securing the level of public and private sector investment necessary to deliver    
housing developments and address infrastructure constraints. 
 

The following documents will support this vision and meet the challenge and opportunity it 
places on the planning system: In this review of its local development scheme the Borough 
Council has recognised the imperative to move forward quickly with the Core Strategy. 
Accordingly its programme of LDDs is reduced. Burton Town Centre Action Area Plan 
policies will be subsumed within the Core Strategy and supplemented by an Interim 
Planning Statement and Masterplan. Furthermore it is the intention to include within the 
Core Strategy strategic site allocations and planning delivery policies to address the 
provision of sites. A DPD for Site Allocations is therefore deferred from this LDS 
 

 

 The Core Strategy 
 

This is described more fully in the Profile and the Gant chart.  Appendix 3 shows the 
relationship between the different documents that will comprise the Local Development 
Framework. 
 

 Supplementary Planning Documents 
 

Whilst not a requirement of the Local Development Scheme to include a programme of 
Supplementary Planning Documents, nevertheless the Borough Council considers it 
beneficial as part of its Community Involvement Statement to set out the range of 
supportive documents it intends to produce. The following section details the reason, 
purpose and programmes for these documents 
 

 
(i) Green Infrastructure  

 
In March 2008 the Borough Council prepared a Green Infrastructure Strategy to 

inform the LDF and Growth. This piece of evidence is a key element of the future 

development of the Borough. It as a consequence attracted interest from many 

environmental agencies who continue to support the implementation of the strategy 

and support the additional importance that a supplementary planning document 

would provide. 

It has always been the intention to reinforce its importance through the planning 

process. Policy CP26 of the Draft Core Strategy provides the policy ñhook ñfor 

supplementary planning document together with other cross referenced draft policies

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(ii) Open Space 
 

Cabinet in September 2009 accepted a report on the assessment and 

recommendations arising from study into the Boroughôs Open Space provision and its 

future strategy. This study is now to inform the Councilôs planning policy and 

standards and provision from new development. The SPD will provide this planning 

guidance.

(iii) Infrastructure Planning 
 

A fundamental expectation from the Council on accepting its status as a Growth Point 

was that new development would directly support the provision of infrastructure in a 

programme of regeneration. The model for this arrangement may be via a 

Community Infrastructure Levy which Government has recently introduced. However, 

there is uncertainty over the future of CILs with the Conservative Party confirming 

that they would rescind this in favour of a reviewed Section106 system. Whilst there 

are also concerns over the complexity and cost of a CIL, nevertheless the Council 

should have a clear expression of what it wishes to secure through planning 

obligations to support infrastructure planning. Ultimately the CIL may become the way 

forward but in the meantime work should progress on preparing a SPD for Planning 

Obligations either in the form of a tariff or through Section 106 Requirements. Central 

to this is an understanding of all infrastructure costs which should potentially be part 

met by development and this evidence will be the first task. It would be subject to 

further refinement as the locational strategy of the Core Strategy is established. With 

a proviso that the following programme may need adjustment further to any national 

political amendments, it is proposed to:
